THE HOLY EUCHARIST & BUSINESS SESSION

OPENING WORSHIP

The 172nd Annual Council of the Episcopal Diocese of Texas began on Saturday
morning, February 27 at 8:30 AM with morning prayer, which was pre-recorded and was
broadcast via Zoom and on YouTube. The liturgy and music were contributed by
diverse and many voices from across the Diocese. The preacher was Archbishop
Thabo Makgoba of Cape Town, South Africa.

BUSINESS SESSION

On Saturday morning, February 27 at 9:30 in All Saints’ Chapel at Camp Allen, the
172nd Annual Council of the Episcopal Diocese of Texas Council was called to order by
the Bishop, the Right Reverend C. Andrew Doyle. The Bishop announced that he had
placed a copy of the Bible on the rostrum open to John 15:1-16. The Bishop
announced that he had appointed the Reverend Elizabeth Holden as Chaplain of the
172nd Council. The Bishop requested Chaplain Holden open the session with prayer.

A review of technical support options and the computer voting system was undertaken
and a quorum vote was taken.

The Bishop announced that the quorum vote yielded 563 delegates out of the total 693
registrations, he asked the Assistant Secretary, the Rev. John Soard, (hereafter referred
to as the Secretary) to declare a quorum. The Secretary declared that we do have a
guorum to commence Council.

The Secretary moved that all licensed clergy who function as heads of congregations
and those who are licensed as assisting clergy or on the staff of Diocesan institutions,
be admitted to Council with seat and voice but without vote. The motion was seconded.
With no objection, the Bishop declared the motion adopted.

The Bishop announced that there were no congregations in arrears on their
assessments to the Church Pension Fund or on their Diocesan Assessment. There
were a few congregations that have not yet filed their Parochial Reports. The Bishop
stated that he has good word that they are going to do that. Lastly, all pensions have
been paid.

The Bishop announced the appointment of the following as college Delegates: Texas
A&M Canterbury, College Station: Elizabeth Binger; Baylor Univ Episc Student Center,



Waco: Jamie Holodak; University of Texas Campus Ministry, Austin: Grace Terrell;
Episcopal Canterbury, Houston: Amy Waltz-Reasonover; Rice University Autry House,
Houston: Grant Anderson.

The Bishop announced the appointment of the following as members of the Youth
Ministry of the Diocese (and as such, entitled to one Delegate from each Convocation,
with seat, voice, and vote): East Harris Convocation: Rosemary Johnson; Northeast
Convocation: Jimmy Tollett; Northwest Convocation: Abigail Zimmerman; Southeast
Convocation: Aidan Heartfield; San Jacinto Convocation: Alexander Colby; Southwest
Convocation: Charles Powell; West Harris Convocation: Marisol Medrano.

The Secretary announced that the Credentials Report was concluded. The Bishop then
announced that the 172nd Annual Council of the Episcopal Diocese of Texas was
organized for business.

The Bishop announced that he had appointed Ms. Lee Woodward as Parliamentarian to
the 172nd Council and that David Harvin was present as Chancellor of the Diocese.

The Chair of the Committee on Dispatch of Business presented the Supplemental
Special Rules of Order for Virtual Attendance at Annual Council and the Special Rules
of Procedure (as printed in the Order of Business booklet) and moved their adoption.
There being no discussion or objection, the motion was adopted. The Committee Chair
then moved the adoption of the Council’'s Order of Business (as pro in the Order of
Business booklet). There being no discussion or objection, the motion was adopted.

The Secretary announced that there was no unfinished business from the 171st Council
and certified that the minutes of that Council to be a true and accurate record of the
proceeding of the 171st Council. The Bishop attested to the validity of the minutes of the
171st Council.

The Bishop announced that there were no Council Committees with vacancies that
needed to be filled.

Canon Joann Saylors reported on Diocesan Missions and Parishes (a full copy of her
report may be found herein as Appendix A). In accordance with Title Ill, Section 1.4 of
the canons of the Diocese of Texas, Bishop Doyle established two new Fellowships:
Incarnation Episcopal Church, Austin, and Northside Episcopal Church, Houston. The
motion was made that these two and all other previously established Fellowships be
entitled to one Lay Delegate and may be seated at this Council with voice but without
vote. The motion was adopted.

In accordance with Title 1ll, Section 5.5, Bishop Doyle has approved the former
missional community of St. Francis’, Tyler, known as the Well, to become a mission of
the Diocese and here forward be known as St. Clare’s Episcopal Church, under the
leadership of Mr. Robby Jerger. With said approval, she moved that this congregation
be admitted into union with this Council and their lay delegate be seated with voice and
vote. The motion was adopted, and the report was concluded. A pre-recorded video,



highlighting the work being done by our congregations and the Mission Amplification
Team was presented.

Bishop Doyle gave his address to Council (a full copy of his address may be found
herein as Appendix B). Following the Bishop’s address a short break was declared.

Following the break, Lisa Neilson, Chair of the Committee on Nominations, presented
the report of that Committee. Nominated for Treasurer was Linda Riley Mitchell. There
being no further nominations, nominations were closed. Nominated for Secretary of the
Diocese was the Rev. Canon John A. Logan, Jr. There being no further nominations,
nominations were closed. Nominated for the Standing Committee, Clergy Order (elect
1) were: the Rev. Hannah Atkins Romero (Trinity, Houston), the Rev. Mark Crawford
(St. Mark’s, Beaumont), and the Rev. Mike Stone (St. Thomas the Apostle, Nassau
Bay). There being no further nominations, nominations were closed. Nominated for the
Standing Committee, Lay Order (elect 1) were: Rebecca Brindley (St. Michael’s,
Austin), Michelle Carlson (All Saints’, Austin), Jim Johnson (St. Stephen’s, Beaumont),
Randall Redd (Trinity, The Woodlands), and Fred Wasden (St. Mark’s, Houston). There
being no further nominations, nominations were closed. Nominated for the Executive
Board, Clergy Order (elect 2) were: the Rev. Brian Cannaday (St. Christopher, League
City), the Rev. Patrick Miller (St. Mark’s, Houston), the Rev. Ralph Morgan (Calvary,
Richmond), the Rev. Marcea Paul (Good Shepherd, Austin), the Rev. Korey Wright
(Holy Spirit, Houston). There being no further nominations, nominations were closed.
Nominated for the Executive Board, Lay Order (elect 3) were: Clementine Arana
(Epiphany, Houston), Peggy Bland (St. Stephen’s, Beaumont), Meredith Canada (Christ
Church Cathedral, Houston), Sara Cannon (St. David’s, Austin), Paula Haenchen (St.
Joan of Arc, Pflugerville), Cindy Roper (St. Thomas the Apostle, Nassau Bay), Charlotte
Sullivan (All Saints’, Austin), Kim Thoss (St. Mark’s, Houston), and Marie Wehrung
(Palmer Memorial, Houston). There being no further nominations, nominations were
closed. Nominated for Trustee of the Church Corporation (elect 1) were: Steve Fallon
(Holy Spirit, Waco) and Charles Hall (St. John the Divine, Houston). There being no
further nominations, nominations were closed. Nominated for Lay Trustee of the
University of the South (elect 1) were: Kristine Devine (St. David’s, Austin), Andrew
Raish (St. John the Divine, Houston), and Kathryn Thompson (Christ Church, Eagle
Lake). There being no further nominations, nominations were closed. There being no
further nominations, nominations were closed. The report of the Committee was
concluded.

A report on the procedure to be followed on balloting was made. Before the vote was
taken, the Chaplain led the Council in prayer. The first ballot was then taken.

Maria Boyce, chair of the Committee on Constitution and Canons (a full report of the
Committee may be found in volume 1 of the Journal of this Council). We have no new
proposed amendments to the constitution or the canons. In order to allow for a full
debate, the Executive Board has elected to postpone the presentation for a second
reading of its proposed amendment to Article 2, Section 2.5, which relates to a Parish or



Mission covering the costs of its lay delegates to attend Council, until the 173 Council
in 2022. The Committee report was concluded.

The report of the Committee on Resolutions introduced the “Courtesy Resolutions”.
There were technical difficulties with the prerecorded report, and we paused the report
until the difficulties were resolved.

The Chaplain led the Council in Noonday Prayers remembering those departed this life
since the 170th Council who had been Delegates to previous Councils and those who
had served the Diocese as clergy. The complete Necrology lists may be found in
Appendix D.

The Bishop declared a 45-minute recess for lunch.

After the break, the Bishop announced elections on his Nomination (copies of which had
been distributed). There being no objection to the election of those nominated, they
were declared elected. Copies of the Bishop’s appointments were also available.

The Rev. Madeline Hawley presented the results of the First Ballot. For Treasurer of
the Diocese of Texas, Linda Riley Mitchell was elected. For the Secretary of the
Diocese of Texas, the Rev. Canon John A. Logan, Jr. was elected. For the Standing
Committee, Clergy, there will be a runoff between the Revs Hannah Atkins Romero and
Mark Crawford. For the Standing Committee, Lay, there will be a runoff between
Rebecca Brindley and Michelle Carlson. For the Executive Board, Clergy, the Revs
Marcea Paul and Korey Wright were elected. For the Executive Board, Lay, Clementine
Arana and Sara Cannon were elected; there will be a runoff for the third position
between Meredith Canada and Paula Haenchen. For the Church Corporation, Steve
Fallon was elected. For the position of Sewanee Trustee, Lay, there will be a runoff
between Kristine Devine and Kathryn Thompson.

A runoff ballot was called for.

The report of the Committee on Resolutions was resumed while the votes were being
cast and counted. The resolutions were moved and adopted in masse. The complete
list of these resolutions may be found in Volume | of this Journal.

Greetings from the wider church were received via pre-recorded video.

The results of the runoff ballot were as follows: For the Standing Committee, Clergy,
the Rev. Hannah Atkins Romero was elected; for the Standing Committee, Lay,
Rebecca Brindley was elected; for the Executive Board, Lay, Meredith Canada was
elected; for Sewanee Trustee, Lay, Kristine Devine was elected.

The Chaplain led the Council in a prayer of thanksgiving for those elected.

The Bishop reminded the Council that at the 2020 Council, we passed a new process
for the budget, creating a standing committee of Council whereby those interested in
amending the budget could participate in the process of discussion set forth by the



Budget Committee before Council. Since there were no such requests submitted by the
Monday prior to Council, there may be debate, but there will be no amendments in
order.

Linda Mitchell, Treasurer of the Diocese, presented the 2020 Treasurer’'s Report.
“Although 2020 was a difficult and dangerous year, it has come to an end ... we kept it
moving in the Diocese of Texas [with] so many blessings to count.” A full copy of the
report may be found in Appendix C.

The 2021 Diocesan budget was presented by Bette Lehmberg. On behalf of the
Executive Board, the Treasurer then moved the adoption of this budget. A vote was
taken, and the motion was passed.

The Treasurer presented the 2020 audit report for the Diocese and related foundations.
The Diocese received a “lean” report. No material weaknesses in internal controls were
found.

The Reverend Kellaura Johnson introduced the clergy new to the Diocese.

Canon Saylors introduced new communities of the Diocese. The Great Commission
Bell is usually rung at Diocese Councils to celebrate new Fellowships, Missions, and
Parishes. This year, the Great Commission Bell traveled to the new congregations to
celebrate the two newest Fellowships and the newest Mission (pre-recorded video was
presented): the Reverend Brin Bon, Vicar, and members of Incarnation Episcopal
Church, Austin; the Reverend Carissa Baldwin-McGinnis, Vicar, and members of
Northside Episcopal Church, Houston; and Mr. Robby Jerger, Lay Pastoral Leader, and
Members of St. Clare’s Episcopal Church, Tyler.

The Treasurer moved that the offerings gathered at this Council be given to St.
Vincent's House, Galveston. The motion was seconded online. With no discussion or
objection, the motion was passed.

A pre-recorded video about the work and ministry of St. Vincent's House, Galveston
was presented.

Pre-recorded video reports from the bishops suffragan and bishop assistant were
presented.

The Bishop moved that the Elections on the Bishop’s Nomination were referenced and
are available in the online materials. With no discussion or objection, the motion
passed.

The Bishop announced that the 173rd Council of the Diocese of Texas would be held on
February 25-26, 2022, at The Woodlands Waterway Marriott Hotel and Convention
Center and that the 174th Council of the Diocese of Texas would be held on February
24-25, 2023, at The Galveston Island Convention Center.



There being no further business before the 172nd Council, it was moved to adjourn. The
Chaplain offered a closing prayer and the delegates joined in singing the Doxology.
The Bishop gave his benediction.

APPENDIX A — DIOCESAN MISSIONS AND PARISHES REPORT — JOANN SAYLORS
SATURDAY, FEBRUARY 27, 2021

Thank you, Rt. Reverend Sir.

Right Reverend Sir, Clergy and Delegates, on behalf of the Committee on Missions and Parishes
| have two items of business to report and bring before this Council.

First, in 2017 Bishop Doyle established an Episcopal Fellowship in accordance with Title Il of the
Canons, Section 1.4, San Romero Episcopal Church. Bishop Doyle established two more in
2018 in accordance with that Canon, Good Shepherd Indian Episcopal Church and St. Philip the
Evangelist Episcopal Church. And Bishop Doyle in 2020 prior to Council established three
fellowships in accordance with that Canon, Holy Family Episcopal Church, Humble, St. Joan of
Arc Episcopal Church, Pflugerville, and Holy Family Episcopal Church, Houston. Bishop Doyle
approved two additional fellowships in 2020: Incarnation Episcopal Church, Austin, and
Northside Episcopal Church, Houston.

Title 11, Section 1.4, states that upon recommendation of the Bishop, and with approval of
Council, these Fellowships are each entitled to one Lay Delegate and may be seated with voice
but without vote. Therefore on behalf of the Bishop Diocesan, | move that the lay delegates of
their respective Fellowships be approved and be seated with voice, but not vote, at this Council.

Additionally, one congregation which was started as a missional community has been approved
by Bishop Doyle to become a mission of the Diocese. St. Clare’s Episcopal Church, under the
leadership of Mr. Robby Jerger, was formerly a missional community of St. Francis, Tyler, known
as The Well. We are delighted that they have grown into diocesan mission status.

So on behalf of the Bishop Diocesan and in accordance with Title 11l of the Canons, Section 5.5,
said Bishop having approved them as a mission, | move that this congregation be admitted into
union with this Council and their lay delegate be seated with voice and vote.

We will celebrate the new status of Incarnation, Northside, and St. Clare’s later today with the
ringing of the Great Commission Bell.

Every year at Council we celebrate our diocese’s continuing commitment to entering into new
mission fields. The work is shared among us, so it is fitting that we come together to welcome
those who are interested in furthering the diocesan vision and mission. A new church plant
typically begins with a planter, who gathers a worshiping community. When the community has
grown to a consistent size, the Bishop establishes them as a fellowship. God willing, as they
continue to grow and be formed into a sustainable Episcopal congregation, they would request
mission status and begin to contribute to the mission of diocese. Those who are able will go on to
parish status.

As many of you are aware, the Great Commission Bell is the symbol of the church planting and
church growth vision in the Diocese. | want to take a moment to thank Bob Schorr, who had this
idea back in the beginning. Bob has served this diocese faithfully and well for a number of years,
and he will be retiring later this year. The impact that Bob has made on this diocese is huge, and
| am delighted to continue celebrating his legacy every time we ring the bell.

While the bell resides in the Houston office, it makes appearances at Council as well as
groundbreaking and dedication services of projects funded by the Great Commission
Foundation. It is rung at Council to celebrate new Fellowships, Missions, and Parishes,

proclaiming the spread of the Gospel in the Diocese of Texas.

We had to be creative this year, but we were committed to sharing the joy of our bell-ringing
celebrations. So please join us as our two newest Episcopal fellowships ring the Great
Commission Bell.

First, here are the Reverend Brin Bon, vicar, and the members of the congregation of Incarnation
Episcopal Church, Austin, ringing the bell. | encourage you to cheer along.

And now here are the Reverend Carissa Baldwin-McGinnis, and the members of the
congregation of Northside Episcopal Church, Houston, ringing the bell. Keep cheering.

One congregation which began as a missional community has been approved by Bishop Doyle
to become a mission of the Diocese, and you have approved their union with Diocesan Council.
They have achieved a level of health that gives us confidence in their ability to function as a
separate congregation and optimism about their future. Their health is a direct result of the work
of the parish that planted them. We thank St. Francis’, Tyler, their Rector Mitch Tollett, and their
lay leaders for the oversight and support that have the community formerly known as The Well,
reach this milestone.

APPENDIX B — BISHOP'S COUNCIL ADDRESS
SATURDAY, FEBRUARY 27, 2021

Address to Council 2021
The Rt. Rev. C. Andrew Doyle,
Bishop, The Episcopal Diocese of Texas

Heavenly father, | beseech you to see before you a sheep of your own fold, lamb of your
own flock, and a sinner of your own redeeming.

It is good to be with you this Saturday morning even though we are apart. We are able to gather,
to pray together, and to undertake our business. My task in this address is to give you a sense of
where we are as a diocese.

| will do that by speaking to you about our present moment in the history of our ministry. 1 will
then speak to you about the work you are doing. | also want to talk with you about our work
together. | will conclude with a few words about our future in the year ahead—and offer a longer
outlook for the next five years.

The Episcopal Diocese of Texas has been in existence since 1838 with Episcopal Church
members having arrived in Texas before that time. We have been at work together as an
Episcopal Missionary Church for over 183 years.
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We have faced a pandemic and epidemics before—multiple times before—cholera, yellow fever,
smallpox, dengue fever, measles, influenza, diphtheria, and whooping cough. These were
accompanied by protocols and quarantines.

The Spanish Flu killed many within our congregations. St. James’, La Grange, is reported to
have lost 75% of its congregation, and feared having to close. In fact, we have faced bitter
weather with outages and water shortages before, in 1899, 1930, 1949, and 1989.

And, we have experienced a wrath of hurricanes across our coast. Over these many years, with
the largest ones taking upwards of 200 lives each, and damages from hundreds of thousands of
dollars to almost 3 billion dollars with Harvey. The largest storms total 11: in 1835, 1875, 1886,
1900, 1961, 1983, 2001, 2005, 2008, 2017, and with this year's Winter Storm Uri, promising to
be more than 3 billion dollars’ worth of damage. Rarely, have we had to deal with all of these in
the same five years, or for those of you who were traumatized by Laura in the same year. We are
a church, a community, experiencing—in this season—trauma upon trauma, as we enter the
12th month of pandemic life, with a good bit yet to go.

If James Stockdale were remembered at all, by the general public, it would be for his disastrous
Vice-Presidential debate and ensuing Saturday Night Live characterization; however, there is
much, much more to Stockdale’s story. James Collins reported in his book, Good to Great, a
conversation he had with Stockdale regarding his coping strategy during his period in a
Vietnamese POW camp, which lasted over seven years.

He said, “I never lost faith in the end of the story,” and “I never doubted not only that | would get
out, but also that | would prevail in the end and turn the experience into the defining event of my
life, which, in retrospect, | would not trade.”

He was asked about the difference between his strategy and the strategy of others. He shared,
that's easy, the optimists. They were the ones who said, 'We're going to be out by Christmas.’
And Christmas would come, and Christmas would go. Then they'd say, 'We're going to be out by
Easter.” And Easter would come, and Easter would go. And then Thanksgiving, and then it would
be Christmas again. And they died of a broken heart. He said this is a very important lesson. You
must never confuse faith that you will prevail in the end—which you can never afford to lose—
with the discipline to confront the most brutal facts of your current reality, whatever they might be.

Collins would call this the Stockdale Paradox. Admiral James “Jim” Stockdale returned to the
United States, taught philosophy at Stanford University—a brilliant, sensitive, courageous man—
as noted by students and peers alike.

As Christians, we know the reality of suffering, for we are a cruciform people in cruciform
communities who understand the Way of the Cross: the suffering of Jesus and the brutal reality
of the world in which we live.

We know it is faith in Christ— and not ourselves—and, that when we triumph, it is Christ who
triumphs through us. And, we might well even say that we have our own understanding of the
Stockdale Paradox; though, it has clear theological roots.



Here we might take up the theology of the cross which is given particular meaning as we hear
Jesus'’s suffering words from the Psalms of Lament. Many of you know this particular psalm,
Psalm 130. It is one of my favorites for times such as these. It is part of our prayers for the ill and
infirmed in our 79 prayer book. It is part of the military chaplains’ prayer book. It is part of the
hospital prayer book for visiting the sick.

The laments are psalms that unite the people of God In one voice. They are to be sung when
one forgets, when one needs to remind oneself of God’s faithfulness and God'’s continued
presence with us. It is the kind of psalm that tells the blunt truth about our situation—that does not
masquerade the pain, hide behind false optimism, or turn a blind eye to the suffering of others.
And at the same time, reminds us we are not alone.

The psalmist gives words to our pain: Out of the depths I cry to you, O Lord. Lord, hear my
voice! Let your ears be attentive to the voice of my supplications!

| have been saying that this crisis and pandemic will take 18 to 24 months before the end of the
long suffering, and that though it didn’t look like much at first, we had—and still have—the potential
of losing over 1 million people. And in the 12 months now behind us, there is a lot to lament.

| have visited with several of our clergy and parishioners in the last months, about laments. And
what we are lament-ing. Some of you have been writing about laments and journaling and
praying through your laments. There is, indeed, sadness. There is sadness for the effects of the
pandemic; sadness for our distance from one another; sadness to not see friends and relatives;
sadness from isolation, economic trials, and job losses—a sadness not to be together in church,
a sadness not to be at the altar together. Clergy and bishops share a longing to celebrate,
preach in our pulpits—and be with our sheepfolds.

We may buoy ourselves up with low church jokes and the need to learn, anew, old forms of
prayers like the daily office, and we have not shied away from such challenges. But alas, this is
no practicum about what church looked like prior to 1979. We cannot pretend that we aren’t
lamenting a very real loss of embodied eucharistic life and life in community together, ministering
together.

Part of the trauma is that the pandemic has brought again, to the surface, our shortcomings with
each other over liturgy, and in the wider world. The psalmist cries: If you, O LORD, should mark
iniquities, Lord, who could stand? But there is forgiveness with you, so that you may be
revered.

There has been a rising awareness of the death of Black people at the hands of police, and the
needs for police reform. There is a coming and deepening awareness of the pain people of color
feel in this country by White folks who are willing to listen. People of color have been lamenting
for years and white people cannot turn a deafened ear any longer.

There has been our political division—our state of affairs, a difficult election and post-election
season, culminating in the assault upon the congress. How did our signs of deliverance, the
cross, most specifically—and Christianity, become so aligned with symbols of Nazism and White
supremacy? We cannot avoid such questions, nor should we.

And, as vaccines are rolling out, we have the Winter Storm Uri with temperatures that have
resulted in a new disaster of proportion, affecting congregations and invading our homes with
freezing temperatures, and water.
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Many parishioners, many clergy, and some 20 congregations with broken pipes, and across
Texas, many millions plummeted into darkness without water for days on end. Some as much as
7 days.

The governing of our electrical grid has caused death and suffering. Across Texas, we have
suffered a new trauma— though we are not done with all I have already mentioned. | feel
sometimes like stepping outside my door and yelling, “I am mad as hell and | am not going to
take it anymore,” as Howard Beale cried in the movie, “Network”. Or, as Jack Nicholson says in
the movie, “As Good as it Gets"—"“Go sell crazy somewhere else, we are all full up here.”

So, the psalmist gives words for our lips: | wait for the LORD, my soul waits, and in his word, |
hope; my soul waits for the Lord more than those who watch for the morning, more than those
who watch for the morning.

The Psalm of Lament is more than simply a sadness. It is about helping the one who prays or
sings the psalm to remember. Remember that God knows our pain and suffering, cares for the
lowly, and offers a hope, a hope that pandemics, powers, loneliness, and all the struggles in this
world will not have the last word. The pandemic, the politics, the suffering, even the 500,000 plus
deaths from COVID-19 will not have the last word.

Instead, God will have the last word brought about by Christ and his cross. The shared suffering
is real shared pain, is real communally felt loneliness, and lamentation is real but, like death, it is
conquered by Christ and his cross.

We must deal with the blunt truth of our situation—the pain and the suffering. We cannot hide
from it. The lamentation psalms remind us there is hope in God through Christ Jesus. Hear O
people, hope in the LORD! For with the LORD is steadfast love, and with him is great
power to redeem. It is he who will redeem us from all its iniquities. Hope in the Lord. Hope
in the Lord.

This hope that we find in Christ—the Incarnation, his ministry among us, his crucifixion, and
sending us out in the power of the Holy Spirit to minister in his name—is a work of making hope.
Even in our lament, when we have needed to be reminded of Christ’s presence in our lives, in
our congregations, amidst our family and friends, we have been about the business of making
hope.

From blood drives to food drives, clothing drives, mask drives, drive-through prayers and pet
blessings, you have been about the work prophesied in Matthew 25. You have fed and clothed
those in need. You have given people life.

Between our work at St. Vincent's House in Galveston and our combined efforts with St.
Luke’s/CHI and Texas Southern University and St. Luke the Evangelist, Houston, we have
literally helped thousands and thousands of people in the last few weeks in our poorest
neighborhoods receive vaccines.

Even as you have cared for each other, as you have buried the dead, visited the sick, taught,
prayed, and found new ways to worship, you have been about God’s business of making hope
by being Christ’s hands and feet in the world. In the midst of everything going on and how much
there is to lament. You have made hope in your cruciform communities and cruciform lives have
been signs of God’s continued power, love, and mercy flowing into the world.
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There are so many examples:

Emmanuel, Houston, purchased a new church home after Hurricane Harvey destroyed
their church;

St. Christopher’s, Austin, gave away $55K from its cash reserves to 6 entities that help
serve their community. Also, many of St. Christopher’s neighbors live in apartments and
have limited access to “wide open spaces.” The parish opened up its large, outside, wild
green space soon after the pandemic quarantine began and intentionally invited their
neighbors to use the space for refreshment and inspiration;

Kilgore has kept the Boys and Girls Club afloat by supporting their weekly fundraising
efforts;

Northshore Episcopal Church Plant hosted a drive-through baby shower for 80 expectant
mothers during pandemic, giving away 400 outfits and other necessities for babies;

St. Mark’s, Austin, forgave over $500K of medical debt for some of its families by gifting
$5K to a charity that assists with paying off medical debt for certain populations;

San Pedro, Pasadena, increased its weekly giving by 250 times during the pandemic;

St. Timothy’s, Lake Jackson, and Genevieve Razim took the lead and partnered with Holy
Comforter, Angleton, and St. Paul’s, Freeport, to undertake a food drive for the region;
Grace, Alvin, is feeding people through their food ministry and | was pleased to welcome
into our church new members who have joined during the pandemic and are helping with
the food ministry;

St. Julian of Norwich, Round Rock, and Soco, Austin, worked diligently to help families
keep from getting evicted during the early months of the pandemic;

St. Luke’s on the Lake, Austin, rushed to the aid of hurricane-destroyed areas in Louisiana
by helping families in sister churches in the area;

Within the Small Church Network, St. Paul’'s, Navasota, held a blood drive in September,
during a time when needed most in midst of pandemic;

St. James’, Houston, honored Mr. George Floyd’s memory by distributing boxes of fresh
food to the neediest of the needy in the Cuney Homes housing project where George
Floyd grew up and lived for many years. George Floyd grew up walking distance from two
Black churches within our diocese;

San Pablo, Houston, provided counseling services to Harvey victims;

St. Christopher’s, Austin, as the pandemic continued, added laminated instructions for
Stations of Discipleship with plans for changing station instructions, as they moved
through this long season. Before the pandemic, this space was only used for a Good
Friday Stations of the Cross. This space is now a large, welcoming area that invites all for
prayer and reflection;

Meanwhile, in Liberty at St. Stephen’s Episcopal Church, congregants found ways to
continue their missional community development work on the other side of town at The
Dwelling. They additionally partnered with the diocese to start a new Spanish-language
church plant in the neighboring community of Plum Grove. But that was not all! Over the
summer, it became apparent to lay leaders at St. Stephen’s that increased unemployment
due to the pandemic was resulting in food shortages in their county. The congregation
reached out to local civic leaders and the Houston Food Bank and found a way to
establish a regular, safe food distribution in Liberty. The need far-surpassed their
imaginations. St. Stephen’s Senior Warden reached out to coaches at the local high

school and the coaches brought out the boys’ football and girls’ volleyball teams to assist
in directing traffic and distributing groceries. St. Stephen’s, Liberty, has proven to be a
congregation deeply connected to the surrounding community, meeting needs, building
partnerships and sacrificially giving of themselves in order that even those that would not
find their way to their parish on Sunday mornings might have the opportunity to become a
part of the Episcopal Church;

e Holy Spirit’s blood bank sparked the imagination of churches across Houston, to tele-
health for all college students across the diocese, to college students helping out low-
income congregations, to St. Isidore distributing over a 1.25 million pounds of food to
those in need.

Then there came the winter storm, just this last week. Having already given so much, you rolled
up your sleeves again. You came together to clean up churches from damage done by the storm.
You reached out and helped your neighbors, and each other.

You began water ministries, a “Right to Flush” ministry; warming shelters opened up in our parish
halls; seminarians, clergy, and the baptized feeding the homeless; the spouse group went into
action checking on one another; we reopened our lines of communication through our Harvey
networks, and thanks to Texans, Brené Brown—and her folks, we crashed Episcopal Relief and
Development by raising money for those across Texas in need, during the storm. You are a
remarkable community of people who make up the Diocese of Texas.

This is part of what is so beautiful about our ministry. Yes, there are buildings, structures, and
organizational infrastructure—yet we are everywhere, and always a group of baptized people
serving Jesus across these 57 counties. It is a sight to behold and a tale well worth listening to.

And, when | lament when darkness closes in all around me, when | doubt when the dark night of
the soul comes and my black dog nips at my heals, and it does, it does; all | have to do is to
remember you, and all the good and hope you make happen every day.

Let me turn to the good work we have done together across the diocesan organization.

First, | want to hit some highlights of how the Episcopal Health Foundation has partnered with
you to make a difference in our neighborhoods and across the 57 counties. This slide includes
and shows the funds EHF has spent for work with the churches in 2020.

$1,553,960 moved into congregations, and out into the community. We have had engagement
with 85 churches, up from 74 this time last year. We are still working in our four focus areas,
which have proved to be solid interests of our congregations. The areas have remained
consistent given the pandemic and if anything, they’'ve become more relevant during this time.

You continue to offer online educational resources. In the organizing work, we are mobilizing
congregations interested in civic engagement and advocacy, particularly around health policy. To
date, we have made $372.8M in grants.

Of that amount, in 2013, $57.7M went to hospital-related organizations like Texas Heart Institute.
$126M went to Great Commission Foundation. $40M has gone to diocesan health insurance. Of
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the remaining $149.2M, $25.5M in grants have gone to support diocesan-related work and
$123.7M in grants to other grant partners.

The next two slides break down these grants for us:

[Footnote to slide: Grants total derived from 990’s (2013-2019 $344.4M) + 2020 Grants Total
$28.4M = $372.8M.]

A person in our feedback on our 360 asked what do we do for the poor? Quite frankly, we are
engaging at a very high level-the work of mission and ministry through service from examples in
our congregations to our wider church efforts through the ministry of EHF, St. Vincent's House,
and El Buen Samaritano. Let me turn to the good work we have done together across the
diocesan organization.

Meanwhile we kept moving. Today we have 17 new congregations to celebrate, clergy and
people gathering and working together to support and help their neighborhoods; to share the
Gospel of Jesus Christ; to build communities where people may discover the life lived within a
cruciform rule of life—belonging, believing, meeting, sharing, and serving.

You might remember that | shared this with you, a vision to actualize the Diocese of Texas and a
desire to grow. This is a slide from 2014. We are on track to complete this goal: 2018, 2020,
2025.

We continue with our 90 plus missional communities. Two have become congregations of their
own and we continue to learn and break down barriers through gathering for word, prayer,
fellowship, and service. We continue to grow our campus missions. This past year, those 21
campus missions were essential to the well-being and care of our students and their
communities. One community in Huntsville at Stephen F. Austin opened up its doors during the
storm, fed, warmed, and cared for students without water or electricity. When asked how did the
hundreds of kids know? The word got out, they said, that something was happening at the
Episcopal Student Center. Here is our overall College Campus missions’ footprint. We shifted at
our Seminary and at the lona School to what the students affectionately called Zoominary.

Almost all of our congregations went online and began to realize the missional and evangelism
tool that the web could be. We sponsored technology grants so that congregations could put in,
or upgrade, technology for the new ministries.

We saw online growth of engagement for worship, but also for bible studies, book groups, and
prayer groups. There was a cross-pollination between services and people at Coffee Hour: We
met fellow parishioners for the first time.

We are trying to learn and capture our best practices to continue to assist you in the work of
mission during COVID, but also to figure out what we have learned and what we will keep!

Let me turn now for a moment to how, together, we are leading with a united financial response
across our Boards and finance committee:

e COVID I: $5 million in grants to congregations and institutions; financial support to
congregations in crisis; financial support in terms of two assessment grants; support of
institutions —EI Buen Samaritano and St. Vincent's House; assistance to Camp Allen;
grants for rent, food, and utility assistance; and grants and assistance for clergy and
families.
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e COVID II: Response assessment assistance; additional support for curates; assistance to
congregations and missions in crisis; continued support of health measures for clergy
families; and continued support of institutions. We also turned to our diocesan budget and
implemented an assessment leveling plan—assessment lowering for new and smaller
congregations.

As the Covid crisis has begun and continues, we have not only continued to place more than
$9M into our existing congregations—your congregations, but we have also funded over $5M in
grants, and are prepared for 2021, and to aid in post-Winter Storm Uri.

We have continued our work on a missional approach to Racial Justice. We are giving out our
first scholarships, church assistance funds, and program funds—as we speak. Slowly, and with a
great deal of participation from our historic black congregations, we are beginning to put the 13
million dollars to work for racial justice initiatives that include

e The Rev. Thomas Cain Fund for Historic Black Churches: This fund provides grants
for the mission, programming, or maintenance of Historic Black Churches.

e The John and Joseph Talbot Fund for Racial Reconciliation: This fund is to provide a
gift to underwrite a program of church community racial reconciliation initiatives, bringing
together the work of the Equal Justice Initiative’s Lynching Memorial work and justice work
in local communities. Congregations can apply for grants to do works of racial justice in
their communities.

e The Dr. Bertha Sadler Means Endowment for Racial Justice: The purpose of this
endowment is to fund, in perpetuity, seminary programs to support visiting black scholars;
research in Texas slavery and racism; teaching racial justice, formation and empowerment
of Black leaders; and encouragement for Episcopal Black ministries within, and beyond,
the Diocese of Texas.

e The Rev. Pauli Murray Scholarship Fund at Seminary of the Southwest: The purpose
of this fund is to provide academic scholarships to enrolled students of color (with
demonstrated financial need) pursuing a degree in the seminary’s Master of Divinity
program or Diploma in Anglican Studies program.

e The Rev. David Taylor Endowed Scholarship at Seminary of the Southwest: The
purpose of this is to provide academic scholarships to enrolled students of color with
demonstrated financial need pursuing a degree in the seminary’s Master of Divinity
program (as postulants of the Diocese—or of any diocese) within TEC or Diploma in
Anglican Studies program.

e The Henrietta Wells Scholarship Fund: The monies in this fund are designated for
scholarships for students attending Historical Black Colleges and Universities across the
Diocese of Texas. The funds are to be used for choir scholarships and teaching
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internships in Episcopal schools, while attending a Historic Black College or University
(HBCU) in Texas.
The description of the racial justice work is in the virtual presentation. I'm attaching the slide deck
| use with all the various numbers and a bit more detail on the congregational engagement
program and expenses. Please let me know if you need anything else.

EHF advances racial justice work to support health equity, with the goals of increasing inclusion
and exchange among diverse groups, reducing discrimination, increasing solidarity, and acting to
address racism across the diocese. EHF partners with congregations to build bridges of health
and wholeness into communities and to recognize that change requires addressing
interpersonal, institutional, and structural racism.

EHF’s racial justice work walks alongside congregations to deepen knowledge, create dialogue,
and foster trust. We connect congregational leaders with experienced racial justice leaders to
create a pathway to open courageous spaces for dialog, and to develop localized strategies for
congregational and community training.

Our offerings include

e Trainings on racial justice and reconciliation for congregational leaders;
e Expert-led support to enable leaders to lead transformative racial justice education in their
congregations;
e Convenings of congregations across the diocese to share best practices, learn, and have
community; and
e Support to develop congregation and community-wide initiatives and partnering with
community leaders.
In addition to the expertise of our staff—four full time employees- comprised of 3 full-time and 2
employees, who do other work as well-we

e Connect congregations to our partners at One Human Race, Project Curate, and Traces
of the Trade to facilitate these offerings;
e Engage on the mayor’s task force for police reform; and
e Appointed a group to review upper school curriculum to share best practices and learning
around diversity and inclusion.
We have not stopped our efforts to raise up leaders. We had our first-ever vocations conference
with all theological students present. Over 45 students attended. It was something to take in 45
people being trained for the permanent diaconate and the priesthood.

These efforts, along with our recruitment strategies, reveal that in my episcopate, we have
moved from under 18% women clergy to 44%. We have moved from less than 1% clergy of
color, to 13%.

Of course, many of these stories may be found in The Texas Episcopalian, on our website, or on
our social media. We want to ask you to share the videos with your congregations and friends
intentionally, as part of your commitment to report back the health and vitality of our shared and
common work together.

Sharing the news of the diocese is not sharing what | am doing, or what your diocesan staff is
doing. It is sharing your news with over 1000 people involved at the wider church level in our
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common work, and the stories of congregational ministry. We are sharing the work Christ is
doing through one another and we did complete our diocesan-wide 360 Review.

We took a deep dive into the health of the diocese and on my leadership. When surveyed across
the diocese, leaders suggested we are doing very well regarding the clarity with which we
understand our mission given to us by God, to be God’s Church in the world, and to do so
through the mission of service and evangelism; and the presentation of Jesus Christ in the power
of the Holy Spirit in such ways that other persons may be led to believe in Him as Savior, and
follow Him as Lord, within the fellowship of the Church.

As John Stott said, The Great Commandment to love our neighbors meant that we were to be
concerned about their welfare. These two went together. He is famous for saying that evangelism
and social responsibility are like two blades of a pair of scissors working together to cut through
the darkness of the world.

We had a very high mark for our work as a learning culture. We believe we are a diocese that
fosters a learning culture for leaders. We also received very high marks as a diocese that is
transforming lives. You can go to the Diocese of Texas website and connect, or connect through
the Diocese of Texas VIMEO page, to see a much longer and more detailed presentation on the
360 Degree Review.

The presentation covers who we are today, where we have been over the last five years, and
offers a more detailed look into the future. With that, let us look at our future goals.

For 2025, these goals come out of our conversation, with our many board members, with the
Executive Board listening, and your diocesan staff reflecting—with me—about the work ahead.

And to assist our people even longer with the post-traumatic experiences lived during this time,
there will be, in the continuing years, adaptation and implementation around technology, new
pastoral care needs, new forms of service, and sharing the gospel. We have much to do and
much to learn in the days, months, and years to come.

By the time we reach the middle of 2022, we will be able to assess better, the work before us for
our five-year goals. Nevertheless, we will make it through this season of life in Texas, and we will
continue to do our work as it is given to us.

We continue to aim for the following smarter goals: specific, meaningful, achievable, relevant,
and time-bound as we evaluate and readjust:

e Forty percent of our congregations growing over a 5-year period;

e 290 communities with ASA of 26,000 plus;

e Measure AWA Continued Membership growth to 75,000;

e 300 first time visitors each week in our churches;

e Fund more than $300 million to impact the wider world;

e By 2025, the diocese, its worship, institutional mission, schools, and camp will touch the
lives of over 220,000 people a year;

e Full implementation of the communications plan; and

e See further diversification of clergy leadership in resource congregations (today it is at
10%).
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| will be leaving on a sabbatical beginning June 1. The Standing Committee has agreed with my
plans. We are working on plans and oversight while | am away. | plan to rest mostly, fish, spend
time with the girls, and an opportunity to be out in nature. | will be writing some—and thinking. But
there will be a focus on art as well.

You must never confuse faith that you will prevail in the end—which you can never afford to
lose—with the discipline to confront the most brutal facts of your current reality, whatever they
might be. -Admiral James Stockdale

We must face—with brutal honesty—the facts of our particular circumstances. We are in the
midst of a particularly trying period: a period that has yet to fully reveal its effects.

We have further to go for the impacts of the pandemic: our cultural and political health; the
poverty and suffering of people; the shear loss of life—and the PTSD of these events will leave a
pastoral crisis in our country that will far outlast the pandemic itself.

Let me be honest with you, we have hard times ahead, but we will continue. God is not finished
with the Episcopal Church. God is not finished with the Diocese of Texas. God is not finished
with you. And God is not finished with me.

As a leader, these have been some of the hardest, most difficult and painful times in my life and
ministry. | have suffered mentally from the burden—and physically. | share that because there is
no shame for a Christian in being honest about suffering. Part of the truth we must dare to speak
is our own suffering and pain, our own lament. We will not get through this without the brutal
honesty that Christianity affords.

| have good doctors, a good spiritual director, therapist, and psychiatrist. | continue to maintain a
very strong rule of life. | have peers who listen to me, and deep friendships and family ties that
care for me. | am ok. | am well. And Christ loves me, and shepherds me—yet leadership in this
time Is difficult.

| want to offer five pieces of Godly council as your bishop:

Find people, a support system, and a rule of life within which you can be honest about the pain
and stress you are dealing with in this time of trial.

Recognize that we all have limits to our capacity, so we will all have moments of "break down,"
—they are to be expected, and common to all of us. Forgive yourself, rest as best as you can,
and when you can, step into the world again. We all also have deeper layers of resilience that we
have ever known before. Reach deep within and find the faith that is in you that will carry you
through, as has been the experience of so many of our ancestors before now, in even worse
circumstances. Remember the hope that is in you, as Paul says—and see the work of God’s
hands that are around you in the world- incarnational signs of hope.

Know that when you are alone, you are not alone. You have, first and foremost, God in Christ
Jesus; moreover, you have been provided with comrades, colleagues—the rest of us who are
there with you.

And, whenever you can, reach out to one another, and be open to them whenever you can in
return.
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Lastly, remember: We are not, you are not, and are not ever, forsaken. You have been made
anew through the death of Christ. You are meant for belonging love and care.

Many of you know the blessing that | offer and have adapted from Philips Brooks, the great
Episcopal preacher from Trinity Church Boston. It is important for me spiritually—as a spiritual
practice—to remember that we are not to pray for easy lives, but to pray that God will make us
stronger people for the living of life.

We are not to pray for ministry, work, or mission that is equal to our gifts and talents, but we are
to pray for the gifts and talents to meet the ministry, mission, and work that is before us.

You see, people of the Diocese of Texas, | believe this. It is part of what gives me faith and hope,
especially in the tough and traumatic times in which | find myself, in which we find ourselves. The
work that we have accomplished—and | have not but told a tiny fraction of it all. For an even
greater sense, you will have to watch all the reports.

No, you see, the work we have accomplished together, that we have done together, has
transformed the world—has had a huge impact. And it is truly amazing.

But it is not the miracle. No, you are the miracle. You are the miracle. And | wonder—every day, |
wonder. And the grace, mercy, power, and love flow through you and comes from God.

In the name of the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit. Amen.

Good afternoon Right Reverend Sir, Council Delegates, Staff and Visitors. | am Linda Riley
Mitchell, CFO and Treasurer of the Episcopal Diocese of Texas. | am happy to present the 2020
financial statements. | am happy about that because it means that 2020 is in the rear-view mirror.
Although 2020 was a difficult and dangerous year, it has come to an end. Itis over.

But even in that year of pandemic and politics, we kept it moving in the Diocese of Texas. As
your accountant, my job is to count for you. | am here today to help you count your
blessings...and there were still many blessings to count. Here is the Finance Team. We work for
you.

Through the help of the foundations, we provided $4.7 million of assistance to churches hit hard
by the effects of Covid-19. A blessing We worshipped using Facebook livestream never faltering
in our expressions of God’s love. A blessing... We opened three more churches. A blessing...
We acquired land for two churches. A blessing.... Your Finance Team moved all our technology
systems to the Cloud. We were able to do the work of the church without being in the offices
operating remotely. A blessing.

We are Texans. So even in the darkest of times, we achieve. That's what we do.

| am pleased to present the unaudited | must emphasize—unaudited-- financial statements of the
Diocese of Texas for the year ended December 31, 2020. Our auditors, Blazek and Vetterling will
soon be visiting with us, keeping us company for the next three months.

These statements depict what we accomplished across the diocese together --using dollars to
drive results. Together we make things happen. The Finance Committee of the Executive Board
is ably led by Bette Lehmberg, Committee Chair, an attorney and CPA. You will hear from her in
a minute. She and all of us here today are faithful stewards. YOU are leaders in your churches.
You care over the assets of the church-- in these tough times. Thank you for your faithful
stewardship in the parishes across the 57 counties of the diocese. The statements reflect work
done by you across those counties.

Let’s talk about last year, the 2020 actual financial performance.

How much support did the foundations provide this year to support your ministry across the
diocese? It was $29.1 million. In addition to the revenue amounts shown on EDOT, foundations
made payments directly to churches andinstitutions.

Looking at the 2020 Financial Results, the diocese is in good financial condition. We are debt
free. We remain financially sound.

Please note that for reporting purposes we track contributions and expenditures related to the
foundations Covid-19 Recovery grant separately to indicate that these amounts have been
designated for specific purposes. These costs are held apart from the ongoing operations and are
shown at the bottom of the Statement of Position.

In 2020, we came in better than budget which had called for a breakeven budget with revenues
equal to expenses. Instead, our expenses were less than the revenues. We spent $751,830 less
than budgeted and also took in revenues that were slightly less—$160,376 _than the $11.6 million
budgeted. In total, revenues that exceeded expenses by $591,455. This year could only be
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favorable to budget because of your timely and faithful payments of assessments in these very
difficult days. Assessments came in at budgeted levels.

The preliminary November 30, 2020, statements are in the Journal in the Treasurer’'s Report on
page 24. We reviewed the December statements at our three pre-Council meetings earlier in
February. The December 31, 2020, unaudited financials have been posted on the EDOT
website.

Let’s begin with the December Statement of Position, also known as the balance sheet.

For the Statement of Position, total assets are $8,465,613 at December 31, 2020. This is an
increase of $6,067,718 compared to the end of 2019, primarily due to increases in accounts
receivable—related parties.

Cash and securities balances have increased by $466,000 since 2019 as there were fewer
expenditures in 2020 than in 2019. Expenditures dropped and less cash was spent because the
activities of the diocese were curtailed by the shut down.

Prepaid expenses increased $149,640 in 2020. Deposits that had been made for speakers for
clergy conference and other meetings in 2020 are instead being used to fund those for 2021.
Assessment accounts receivable decreased as more timely payments were made of these
balances in 2020 than in 2019 due to the Covid-19 assessment grants.

Accounts receivable--related parties increased sharply to $6,352,307 at the end of 2020 from
$735,543 in 2019. These are the amounts due to EDOT from the foundations. This increased
because the foundations made commitments to fund additional Covid-19 Recovery in a new
series of $4 million grants, Covid-19 Phase Il. These amounts will be paid after the end of the
year.

Looking at the liabilities, total liabilities at year end were $726,500, an increase of $136,700. This
increase is caused by higher balances in accounts payable—trade and accounts payable--other
due to the timing of payments at year end.

Deferred revenues are made up of payments received in 2020 for council in 2021. This balance
declined $68,039 as fewer payments were received prior to the end of the year for council in
2021.

Please note that there are some blank lines (dashes) for the line of credit and notes payable
there. We have not used our line of credit. There are no notes payable to banks. The diocese is
debt free.

Our net assets balance (that is, the amount of assets minus the liabilities) increased. $5,931,017
due to the increases in cash, marketable securities and accounts receivable-related entities.

That's the balance sheet. Now, let’s look at the revenues and expenses on the statement of
activities. Total revenues exceeded expenses. Yes, more money came in than went out. We
had planned to have revenues equal expenditures. Due to the pandemic, there were fewer
expenditures than planned but there was also less revenue.

We had $591,000 more revenues than expenses in 2020.

Looking at the revenues, assessments came in on budget at $8,255,990. Foundation support
was also at budget--at $2,840,390. Program Revenues were $102,283. This is $136,717 under
budget, primarily because youth and other events were under budget. These events were
canceled or postponed due to the pandemic.
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Looking at the expenses in more detail, all of the departments were less than the budget except
for Communications.

For the Office of the Bishop, expenses were $2,829,094. That is $208,735 less than the budget
due to fewer bishop visitations and reduced costs associated repositioning clergy conference to
hold it virtually.

Communications was $559,193, exceeding the budget by $31,390, or 5%. This was due to
higher than anticipated printing and mailing costs for publications. Salaries were higher due to
staffing transitions and family leave.

Ministry expenses were $1,150,102 or $166,182 under budget. Conferences and gatherings
were $38,833 under budget and clergy trainings were $31,103 under budget. Calling and moving
was under budget $34,107 as fewer clergy relocated during the pandemic.

Mission Amplification was $1,203,075 which was $127,573 under budget with lower costs in all
categories including youth ministry, business travel and congregational vitality.

Service and outreach was $1,897,939 or $66,766 under budget largely due to reduced activities
for the commissions.

Administration was $2,911,742. That is $179,069 under budget. Compensation was $65,025
under budget due to two vacant positions during a portion of the year. Insurance was $48,823
under. General office was $28,972 under. Consulting and other administrative expenses were
$21,435 under budget.

Special accounts for Covid-19 were not budgeted in 2020. We certainly did not include a global
pandemic in our plans for 2020. This is where the Covid-19 activities are reflected because these
amounts are designated for particular activities. They can only be used for costs associated with
the pandemic. This balance will be depleted as funds are expended. Previously, the special
accounts had been used for another designated activity, Hurricane Harvey. The Hurricane
Harvey special grants from the foundations and Episcopal Relief and Development have now
been used.

To summarize, here is the big picture. In 2020, we were unable to do some of the work we had
planned because of the pandemic shutdown. We had to curtail our youth programs. We had a
virtual clergy conference. There were fewer bishop visitations. In reducing expenditures in 2020,
we have now accumulated funds that can be used for the diocese operations in 2021. Bette
Lehmberg will describe that to you in her review of the 2021 budget coming up in a moment. As
a result of having revenues greater than expenses in 2020, we believe that we can safely plan to
have revenues be less than expenses in 2021. In the 2021 Budget, we are planning a reduction
in the assessments.

This was better than the ZERO or breakeven that had been budgeted. We did not plan for a
pandemic.

The Executive Team’s concern over the impact of catastrophic illness and limits on coverage has
led the Finance Committee and the Executive Board to provide $390,000 in 2020 to support
extraordinary insurance costs for clergy and their families. We have really been able to help
families in need because of this fund.
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The Diocese doesn’t have a big investment portfolio compared to other for-profit corporations,
but it is sizeable within the nonprofit Episcopal world. Those dollars power your ministry in
congregations and institutions of the diocese. We are good stewards, have our assets managed
well, and watch them carefully. In a challenging year for most in the financial markets, the
foundations were able to earn 12.8% on our investments overall and provide support to our
diocese.

In June 2020 the Audit Committee, chaired by Sam Dodson, met with Blazek and Vetterling. The
Audit Committee is comprised of Bishop Doyle, Bette Lehmberg and certain foundation board
members. The external auditors examined the 2019 financial statements for our diocese and
related foundations and reported that there were no adjustments and no internal control
weaknesses for 2019.

In just one week, beginning March 8" the auditors will be back once again--to review 2020. They
have directed us to prepare more than 400 schedules. For most of these, we will search for
supporting invoices, bills, and contracts as evidence to verify amounts. Much of their work will be
done virtually.

The churches are also to be audited by many of you in internal committees. Reports were to
have been submitted by September 15t for the 2019 statements. Many of you were greatly
challenged in the midst of Covid to complete them. Please don’t give up. Doing these audits is
good stewardship.

Wow! What a year? Through our strong financial condition and good internal controls, we were
able to withstand the challenges of a really difficult year. We were able to create a plan for 2021
that allowed there to be reductions in assessments, while still funding most of our programs and
activities. This secures a firm foundation for our plan for the years to come.

Well, that’s our plan. Know we're in God’s hands.

We work, God provides. We’'ll serve him all our lives.

As for me—my service is empirical not that lyrical

But, turning spiritual, | know God makes miracles.

God delivers

We sinners who've backslid

Know what God DID?

Erased pain and torment in a pandemic

Some of us had COVID and didn’t even know it.

In o’er Hun’ed year old diocese
