The S7ations invite us
to walk Jesus’ Via Dolorosa, standing
witness to his descent from Pilate’s court,
his journey beneath his cross through the
dusty streets of Jerusalem, his stripping,
nailing, crucifixion, and descent to the
tomb.

14 Stations. They include scenes that
elaborate on the New Testament Passion
narrative, in much the same way as the texts
of many Christmas carols.
